standing. See OHJA Rule Book for specific information, available online at: 

www.oregonhunterjumper.org. 

OHJA Mini Medal: Fence height not to exceed 2ô6ò. No cross entry with 3ô medals. 

No one or two stride in-and-outs. 

OHJA Childrenôs Medal: Fence height not to exceed 3ô. Riders entered in this class 

may not cross enter into junior hunters, junior jumpers, or any 3ô6ò medal class at 

the same show. 

OHJA Adult Medal:  Fence height not to exceed 3ô. 

OHJA Junior Medal:  Fence height 3ô6ò. 

OHJA Senior Medal: Fence height 3ô6ò. 

 

2010 Zone 9 Specifications 
In accordance with GR 1111.4: B.C. is the only contiguous state. 

Adult Amateur Hunter:  

To be ridden by Amateurs who are no longer eligible to compete as Junior Exhibitors. 

Horses and Adult Amateur riders entered in Adult Amateur Hunter sections may not 

compete in the Amateur Owner Hunter section at the same show. Riders may not show 

in any classes in which the fences are 3'9" and over at the same show. Ponies may be 

ridden by adults, suitability to count. Fence height not to exceed 3'. Horses and ponies 

NOT to jog for soundness.  Adult Amateur Hunter Classics to count bonus points. 

Children's Hunter Horse:  

Open to horses to be ridden by a Junior Exhibitor. Horses and riders entered in the  

Children's Hunter section may not compete in the Junior Hunter section at the same 

show. Riders may not show in any classes in which the fences are 3'9" and over at the 

same show. Fence height not to exceed 3'. Horses NOT to jog for soundness. Children's 

Hunter Classics to count bonus points. 

Childrenôs Hunter Pony: 

Open to ponies with a current USEF measurement card. Riders may not cross enter into 

any rated divisions. Small ponies to jump 2ô, Medium ponies to jump 2ô3ò, Large  

ponies to jump 2ô6ò. A year end award will be given. 

Children's/Adult Jumper: Horse and rider combinations may not cross enter in the 

Amateur, Amateur Owner, and Junior Jumper sections. Riders may not show in any 

classes where the jumps exceed 3ô9ò. Fences to be set at 3ô6ò or 1.10m. 

Pre-Green Hunter: 

A Pre-Green hunter is a horse in its first two consecutive years of showing at 3ô or 3ô3ò, 

regardless of age, that has never shown at 3'6". Pre-Green horses may not be reinstated. 

Fences: 3' - 3'3". Horses may not cross-enter into 3'6" divisions. Horses not to jog. To 

be judged on performance. A year end award will be given. 

Special Jumper Year End Award: 

All monies won in classes 1.20m and above and $25,000 and higher will be calculated 

together for a year-end award. 
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Arenas, warm-up areas. Competition arenas are indoors. Spring Hunter/Jumper Show 
arena is 100 x 200 feet, with Lightfoot footing.  Motherôs Day Classic arena is 116 x 
285 feet., with dirt and sand footing.  Schooling and warm-up areas are dirt and sand 
footing.  

Stabling. Box stalls with full doors are provided. Stalls are available from 1:00 p.m. 
Monday through 9 p.m. Sunday. Stalls and tack rooms for the duration of the show 
are $185. Day stalls, if available, are $50 per day. Bag shavings are available for 
purchase. 

RV hookups. RV hookups for the duration of the show are available at $200 per RV.  

Horse show office. The show office will be open Tuesday from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m.; 
Wednesday through Sunday from half an hour prior to start of session until close of 
show.  

Changes. Management reserves the right to make changes of arenas, judges or class 
order to facilitate time schedule and conditions, or to cancel or combine any unfilled 
classes after due notice to exhibitors. 

Special Classes.    

 $10,000 Jumper Classic must have at least 12 entries to run.   

 The Welcome Jumper class and the Mini Prix must have at least 8 entries to run.   
Order of Go: The order of go will be drawn. In the jump-off, if any, all horses will go 

in the original drawn order.  

Attire: Formal attire is required in all special classes. 

Trophy and Ribbons: Trophy to first, ribbons 1-8 in special classes unless otherwise 
stated.

No 

combinations. Fences 2ô6ò. 

Hillcrest Childrenôs Medal: Course will include two tests (1-19). Fences 3ô. No cross 

entry into the 3ô6ò Hillcrest Medal. 

Hillcrest Adult Medal:  Course will include two tests (1-19). Fences 3ô. No cross entry 

into the 3ô6ò Hillcrest Medal. 

Hillcrest Medal: Open to juniors and amateurs. Course will include two tests (1-19).

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Protests. Any rider, driver, handler, vaulter, longeur, exhibitor, owner, agent, trainer or 
parent of a junior exhibitor, or any life, senior or junior member present a the             
competition may file a protest with the show committee of a licensed competition or with 
the Federation hearing committee alleging violation of any Federation rule(s). The    
protest must be a) in writing; b) signed by the protester; c) addressed to show committee 
of the competition at which the alleged violation occurred, or to the hearing committee; 
d) accompanied by a deposit of $200 if made by a Federation member or parent of a 
junior exhibitor member, or $300 if made by a nonmember; e) received by the steward, 
member of the show committee, competition manager or secretary within 48 hours of the 
alleged violation,. If made directly to the hearing committee, the protest must be received 
at the Federation office by the 10th business day following the last recognized day of the 
competition, or by the 10th business day following the date on which the alleged      
violation occurred if it occurred other than at a licensed competition. 

Motorized vehicles: Minors who do not have a valid driverôs license which allows 
them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be 
permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, 
golf carts, motorcycles, scooters or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds. 
Minors with a valid temporary license may operate the above described vehicles as 
long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driverôs license. Violations of 
this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent, guardian, and/or trainer   
responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of 
the child, parent, guardian and/or trainer from the show grounds for the remainder of 
the competition and charges being filed against any of the above individuals.   
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for those with disabilities are 
exempt from this rule. 

Eligibility . To be eligible for a stake class, the horse must have been entered, shown 
and judged in at least one over fences class in that section. 

Awards will be given to first place and ribbons to eight places in hunter and equitation 
classes; to six places in jumper. Awards also to section champions and reserves. 

Premium checks. Prize money will be paid by check made payable to the owner listed on 
the entry form and mailed to the owner within thirty (30) days after the close of the 
show. Prize money in all classes, excluding Welcome Jumpers, Mini Prix  and $10,000 
Jumper Classic, will be divided 30%, 25%, 20%, 15%, 10%. 

Addbacks. In classes with addbacks, prize money is computed from the number of 
horses that actually show. Horses entered but not showing will forfeit their addback 
money.  

Schooling. There is a mandatory office/grounds fee of $40. The arena will be available 
for schooling rounds on Tuesday from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. Protective headgear must be 
worn while jumping. 

Haul-in Schooling. Those who haul in for schooling day will pay $125 per horse and 
must sign a release waiver. 

Haul-in fee: Horses hauling in for the day to show and not purchasing a stall will be 
charged $50 per day. 

Non showing horse fee: Horses stabled during the week but not showing will be 
charged $25 per week.  

Feed. Hay and grain will be available for purchase at local feed stores. 

Dogs. All dogs must be under leash control at all times.
